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ADMISSIONS PROCESS

At The Montessori School of the Berkshires, we work closely with families to ensure that our school is a good
match for each applicant and each family. Once a child is accepted and enrolled, we are committed to his/her
social emotional, social, and intellectual growth through eighth grade. The Montessori curriculum is continuous
from the Toddler program through Middle School. The curriculum at each level builds on the skills and
knowledge acquired in the previous level. We believe that a child maximizes his/her potential growth by
completing our program through the eighth grade.

1. Classroom Observations. Schedule an observation of the classroom(s) and meet with the Head of
School/Director of Admissions. Observations occur most any day between 8:30 am and 11:15 am.

2. Enrollment Application. Submit your enrollment application with a one-time non-refundable application fee
of $100. You do not need to wait until after you observed the classroom to submit an application. Children
currently enrolled at school must submit recommendation forms and a records release form.

3. Child Visit. Schedule a time to come with your child to visit the classroom. Children’s House applicants visit
with teachers individually from 3:15pm-3:30pm. Elementary students spend part of the morning in the
classroom.

4. Parent Meeting. Schedule a time when both parents can meet with the Head of School, Educational
Administrator, and/or classroom teacher. During this meeting we review the School Handbook, explain
expectations, learn about goals for your child, and answer any additional questions.
